immediately:  

 

6. ELIGIBILITY OF RIDERS 
 6.1 Riders must not be younger than 15 years of age.  The Junior Class is open to riders from 01st  
  January of the year in which they turn 14 years old up to 31st December of the year of their 
  17th birthday.  ALL other classes refer SSR1. 
  All riders must be in possession of a valid MSA Circuit Motorcycle licence. 
 
 
9. CLASSES 
 The following is added to the current rules 
 9.1 Jnr Class  -  250cc and 390cc 4 stroke motorcycles ONLY. 
 9.4 Jnr Class  -  a Jnr Class will only be run if there are 5 or more qualifying entries received by close 
  of entries. 
 9.5 The Junior Class will be run in a separate race, with no motorcycles bigger than a 390cc.
